Biographical note
Francis Bosworth was born in St. Paul Minnesota on November 6, 1904. He attended the University of
Minnesota before moving to New York City in 1929. In New York he was the author of several plays, the Head
of the Drama Department of the New College at Columbia, and was the Director of the National Play Bureau
of the Federal Theatre Project.
The Federal Theatre Project was a division of the Works Progress Administration (WPA), which provided
employment for large numbers of artists, writers, and performers during the Great Depression (1929-1939).
The Federal Theatre began in 1935 and, until its end in 1939, flourished as the first and only federally
sponsored and subsidized theater program in the United States. Directed by Hallie Flanagan (1880-1969), it
was a way for theatrical professionals to gain employment during the Depression.
