The F.H.C. is the oldest secret society and collegiate fraternal organization in the United States, and was the
forerunner to fraternity life at the College of William and Mary. Founded on November 11, 1750 at the
Raleigh Tavern in Williamsburg, Virginia, the society was active from 1750 through the early 1770s, when
membership dwindled.
