This collection contains correspondence, clippings, notebooks, and other material related to Archibald F.
Ward, Jr. Included in the collection are notebooks and articles pertaining to Ward while he was the Chaplain
at Eastern State Hospital in Williamsburg, Virginia, biographical material related to Ward, a notebook
describing Ward's experience at Magruder and Camp Peary, correspondence with various members of the
Rockefeller family, and correspondence related to the 250th anniversary celebration of the founding of
Williamsburg, Virginia.

The collection also includes correspondence concerning local issues while Ward was chairman of the
Williamsburg Citizens Association in the 1940's, the Platform for Democracy talk in 1949 (including
speeches), correspondence between Ward and James W. Miller, professor of philosophy at William and Mary,
and correspondence and speeches with and by Thomas Verner Smith.

Box 4, Accession 2017.042 includes sermans by A.F. Ward, Jr. and material from the various places he



worked.
Lastly, the collection includes film and soundscriber recordings, which have been digitized.
